Over October holiday, we were noti! ed that we would need to move 
our primary school & House of Love out of their current residence in 
Langfang.  So, in mid-October, we began packing and making plans 
for the move to Shepherd’s Field.  For the next six months, Little 
Lambs’ Preschool & Primary School will be temporarily located in 
our clinic, and the fourteen House of Love kids will live in the Inn.  
Though this move is happening  sooner than we anticipated, we 
are looking forward to having all of our kids and operations in one 
place.  When our three new homes are ready for occupancy, we will 
move House of Love into its permanent home and the school into 
Zachry House until our new school/training center is completed. 
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medical
The week after holiday, the medical team transported kids to and 
from Beijing hospitals every day.  Fortunately, all the kids are 
responding to treatment or are recovering from surgery.  Fifteen-
month-old Grace & six-month-old Stephanie both returned October 
11 from shunt placement surgeries to correct their hydrocephalous.  
Ten-month-old Ruby had surgery to ligate her PDA last week, and 
already looks better; she’s returned home. One-year-old Christo-
pher is being treated in the hospital for unknown kidney problems.  

      We’ve had a number of ! rst time guests visit recently, and 
the expression on their faces and in their words is dif! cult to 
capture.  They are overwhelmed and delighted, often moved 
to a different sort of quiet, by the children’s sweet faces and 
eager hugs.  And recently this has reminded me of a stanza 
from Pablo Neruda’s “Sonnet 17”: I love you without knowing 
how, or when, or from where/I love you straightforwardly, 
without complexities or pride/so I love you because I know no 
other way.  
       This unexpressable event is that of an individual be-
ing blindsided by an immediate love for a life that moments 
before was unknown--a love of which the how’s or when’s or 
where’s cannot be identi! ed.  There is no agenda or self-ser-
vice about it, and ultimately no reason to understand it, but 
it happens nearly every time.  It often creates an outpouring 
of compassion and a desire to act.  The ! ve children pictured 
above each have a terribly complicated heart condition or 
conditions that demand an expression of this love. 

        At eight, Joseph is in need of his ! nal corrective surgery, 
while year olds Maggie & Adrian are just beginning what may 
be a long succession of corrective surgeries.  Doctors have 
been waiting all year for Parker to gain enough strength for 
his second heart surgery, and Israel has just been declared 
strong enough for his ! rst.  We still have at least six other 
kids that will de! nitely need surgeries in the next few months, 
but these ! ve are the most urgent cases.  On November 17, Dr. 
Pohlner will be arriving from Australia to work with good PHF 
friend Dr. Wu on a number of heart cases, and we hope that 
these ! ve children will be healthy and ready for surgery at 
that time.  All told, the medical fees will cost about US$50,000 
total, and we do not have any of these monies.  All hospital 
fees must be paid upfront in China, so before we can make 
plans, we must have the funds.  Please join us in answert-
ing the call to action with love and resouces.
