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Several of our staff recently made a trek down
to Jiangxi (which means west of the Yangzi
River) Province to visit several orphanages that
PHF has been partnering with and to assist

second poorest province in China. The local
people were very warm and friendly. Their
hospitality will be something not soon forgotten
by our team.

While visiting these two remote orphanages, our
team noticed some interesting contrasts to those
orphanages we work with in the north. Most of
the children they met in the orphanages were
healthy girls whereas in the north they are
mostly special needs children. Another
difference they found was that there were only

All of the children there were under the age of
2 years old with the vast majority of them
being infants. This was quite a challenge for
these hard working nannies to provide care for
all forty children at the same time. While
overall the care provided was good, there was
very little nurturing occurring do to the low
nanny to child ratio.

Our team had the opportunity to have
lunch with the mayor of one of the cities
visited. She offered PHF a free apartment
in order to provide the children with more
direct help. This is something that we are
praying about right now and we ask you
for your prayers too.

The two orphanages will both be sending
all of their children with special needs to
the Langfang Children’s

Village sometime in February.
