It
became apparent that he also had a problem with scoliosis, ahdsgbig, brown eyes continued to draw our hearts to him
Finally, in the spring of 2004, we were allowed to briren® Tong Sheng, whom we named David, back to the childrdlagei
to be fostered. We picked him up in April of 2004, all dezsup and very excited to be moving to his new home, Lid@ise!

ventricular septal defect (VSD), along with pulmpnhypertension. Her transfer from Fujian Provimees arranged some time

ago for the purpose of further evaluation and mesait from our network of physicians and hospitéle. had received reports
from the hospital in Fujian province about her dtind and status, and it appeared from their assessthat she was in stable condition
and would require no immediate surgery.

It just “happened” that this same day, May 13, aart evaluation day at the children’s village.Bbts. Pauline and Koko (pediatric
cardiologists) arrived to screen our kids who hlagart problems, and perform echocardiograms dbttad hospital. It was after the
clinic had ended that someone said our new babyhadgd. We were fortunate that our specialistgitigns were there to make a quick
evaluation of Polly’s condition. It turned out h@oblem was more serious than we had been toladdiition to the VSD and pulmonary
hypertension she had significant heart failure clvtdould lead to severe complications and deatbtiproperly treated. The doctors
recommended surgical repair of the VSD as sooroasilple.

By the second day we were on our way to Huaxin Halkin Beijing for an appointment with Dr. Zhengediatric cardiologist). He
confirmed Polly’s serious condition and need formediate surgical closure of the VSD. Dr. Wu, cloie€ardiac surgery at Huaxin
Hospital, performed the operation on May 20. Alintvevell and Polly has made a better than expeceovery.

The above events illustrate what has become comimompere. Again and again we experience theseedappointments’ that happen
at just the right time and place to help our kidke know His blessing and help are manifest heemah day brings another miracle.

The cost for the operation and the required posttiye care for Polly’s recovery is US$6,500. Péehslp us give hope and life-saving
surgery to Polly, a very deserving little girl.
